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FIRE SAFETY GUIDELINES

Sheraton Centre Toronto Hotel

	CANDLES
	All candles must be enclosed in glass housings.  The flame may not exceed the height of the glass.

	CHAIR / TABLE SET UPS
	All chair and table set ups must ensure that exit routes are maintained.  Your floor plan must be approved by your hotel representative.

	DRAPERIES
	Any draping must be hung in a manor that does not block:

1. Fire Equipment

2. Exit doors

3. Exit lights

All draperies should be fire resistant.

	PYROTECHNICS
	Pyrotechnics are not permitted without permission from the Toronto Fire Department.  If permission is granted by the Toronto Fire Department, a copy of the approval must be sent to the Security Manager of the Sheraton Centre Toronto Hotel in advance of the event.  During the pyrotechnic displays the smoke detectors for the function room and surrounding areas must be disabled. Therefor a fire watch must be maintained by Security for the entire time the smoke effects are in use.  The current rate for Fire watch Security is $25.00 per hour, minimum of 4 hours.  This rate is subject to change.

	SMOKE MACHINES / DRY ICE
	Smoke Machines and Dry Ice are permitted however the smoke detectors for the function room and surrounding areas must be disabled.  Therefor a fire watch must be maintained by Security for the entire time the smoke effects are in use.  The current rate for Fire watch Security is $35.00 per hour, minimum of 4 hours.  This rate is subject to change. 

	OCCUPANCY LOADS FOR BALLROOMS
	Functions must not exceed the hotel’s posted occupancy loads.  Failure to comply with occupancy loads may result in the cancellation of the event without refund.  Please see your Catering representative for further information on the occupancy loads of individual rooms.

	FIRE ALARMS
	During fire alarms in the hotel all entertainment must stop so that emergency instructions can be heard by all guests.  Upon completion of the alarm, the entertainment may continue.  

	FALSE FIRE ALARMS
	False Fire Alarms caused as a result of actions by the client and/or their guests may result in a minimum charge of $900.00 to cover the cost of the responding Emergency Services.
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
