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Q — What is Partners in Prevention 20107

A — Partners in Prevention 2010 is a new workplace health and safety conference and trade show for Ontario businesses.

= Transportation Health and Safety Association of Ontario (THSAO)

» Safe Workplace Promotion Services Ontario (SWPSO)
= Farm Safety Association (FSA),
= Industrial Accident Prevention Association (IAPA),
= Ontario Service Safety Alliance (OSSA)

» Workplace Safety North (WSN)
= Mines and Aggregates Safety & Health Association (MASHA)
= Ontario Forestry Safe Workplace Association (OFSWA)
= Pulp and Paper Health & Safety Association (PPHSA)

Q — Why have these changes/amalgamations taken place?

A — The emotional and financial toll of 80 to 100 workplace fatalities each year and 1,600 workplace injuries each week*
spurred Ontario’s workplace health and safety system to undertake a critical assessment and restructuring of its programs
and services, so it can better assist Ontario businesses in reducing — and eliminating — the number of injuries, illnesses,
and fatalities in their workplaces.
